Judges of Fact will be appointed to observe competitors driving standards as well as noise and other matters.

All named officials are Judges of Fact. Additional Judges of Fact may be appointed and their names published

at the start of the event.
10. Entries : All entries must be made on the official entry form and accompanied by the appropriate fee. Novice entries will take precedence up until three days before the event after which entries will be accepted on a first come, first served basis up to a maximum of 20 entries. A reserve list will operate. However, the organisers reserve the right to cancel the event if less than 5 entries are received three days before the event. Accepted entries will not be acknowledged. Entry fees will be refunded in full if the Organisers cancel the event.
11. At signing on final instructions may be issued including locations of out of bounds areas (blackspots). 

The location of the checkpoints to be visited will be defined by map references (or other means) that will be issued to each crew at their start time along with question(s) relating to each checkpoint. A semi-novice crew will be defined as competitors where only one member of the crew have won an overall, class or novice award on any rally and has not previously won an overall award in a scatter or 12 car rally.
