
Tunbridge Wells Motor Club is a promoter of grass
roots level motorsport. It is one of the oldest motor
clubs in the country and has had many of the sports
great names in its membership. Its members have
taken part in Grand Prix, have been British and
European champions and taken part in almost
every facet of the sport.

That tradition continues today with many of its
members competing in racing, rallying, trialling,
autotesting… The club organises several Sprints
each year at the Lydden Circuit near Canterbury as
well as one at Goodwood. In 2005 it organised an
event at Brands Hatch, which was the first event of
its kind to be held at the circuit in over a decade.
TWMC was also the first club to run a Sprint at
Brands Hatch back in the 1950’s. An evening series
of Autotests are organised annually as well as many
social events both motorsport and non-motorsport
in nature.

The ‘All Circuit Sprint Championship’ is TWMC’s
own, and very popular championship based around
circuits in the south of England. Brands Hatch,
Goodwood, Lydden and Silverstone circuits are all
visited by the championship which has nearly 100
contenders. Full details are available on the website.

SEMSEC is the Lydden based motor racing
promoter managed and supported by TWMC. Their
events cater for all types of saloons, sports cars and
single seaters. In 2005 SEMSEC ran a race meeting at
Brands Hatch for the first time.

Club nights are usually held on the first tuesday in
the month and offer a mixture of functions from
motoring events, such as ghmkanas and treasure
hunts for a bit of light-hearted competition, to the
ever popular family nights such as barbecues and a
fireworks party and much more. Members receive
‘The Breather’ a regularly produced newsletter.
